The ho-
tel is 3 tram stops from the university through a direct line. The total travel 
time must be around 20 minutes, or 10 minutes by taxi.

- The Hotel (5 stars - former Hilton): http://www.thehotel-brussels.be. The 
hotel is 7 tram stops from the university through a direct line. The total 
travel time must be around 35 minutes, or 15 minutes by taxi
